Saturday October 29 and Sunday October 30, 2011
Mark your calendar for The 8th Annual Bob Fowler Motorcycle Ride scheduled for Saturday October 29 and Sunday October 30, 2011.  Bring your camera!

There are two days available for rides this year.  Each ride will be a full day of riding into two distinctly different Arizona climates.  One ride will take us form the desert floor into the high country in and around Payson Arizona.  The second ride will take us through some of Arizona’s historic mining country.  You may choose one or both of these rides.  

On Saturday we plan to head east out of Phoenix to the historic town of Superior, Globe/Miami and then turn North to Payson with a lunch stop at the Mazatzal Casino.  From there we will ride northwest the Town of Strawberry and Pine and then west to the Town of CampVerde.  From there we will continue West North West to Cottonwood, Clarkdale and Jerome and on to Prescott.  From Prescott we will head back to Phoenix.  This ride is around 350 miles and will take a full day. Everyone will meet at 7:00 A.M. on the North side of the Convention Center.  The ride will depart at 8:00 A.M.  We anticipate returning to the hotel at approximately 5:30 P.M. 
Sunday our ride will start out with the same roads traveled on Saturday until we get to the town of Globe.  From this point we will turn South and head to the historic mining towns of Winkelman, Dudleyville and Mammoth with lunch at Biosphere II.  We will then head North on the Pinal Park Way through some of Arizona’s most scenic Sonoran Desert. This ride will be about​ 287 miles. Everyone will meet at 7:00 A.M. on the north side of the Convention Center.  The ride will depart at 8:00 A.M.  We anticipate returning to the hotel at approximately 3:30 P.M. 
Weather:  In October the average highs for the ride should be between 70 and 80 degrees with the morning starting off in the mid 50 to 60 degrees in the valley.  As we climb into the high county we could experience some cooler temperatures so bring your riding gear.  The ride on Sunday should be a fairly even temperature but it is the desert and things can change quickly so best to be prepared.
